The first monthly magazine on Ayurveda, named Sachitra Ayurveda was published in 1950.

Sixty-five authentic books on Ayurveda were published.

Four lakh copies of Aarogya Prakash, a book written by Vaidyaji, were sold.

Charitable Ayurvedic hospitals were established in 1952 at Jhansi and in 1953, at Nagpur.

In 1956, a Charitable Ayurvedic hospital was established at Sansad Club in New Delhi.

In 1967, an Ayurvedic hospital was established at Mathura, lodges for the patients were also constructed. A Research and
Medical centre was also established at Mathura.

Many research scholars were given financial aid and gold medals.

In 1982, Vaidya Pt. Ram Narayan Ayurveda Research Trust was established.

® Since 1982, Thirteen Thousand Nine Hundred fifty scholars have been honoured and rewarded so far. All these scholars
havereceived ' Rs. 60,99,474.

® Scholars of Ayurveda are regularly sent abroad.
® [twas Vaidyaji's earnest effort to get Lord Dhanvantari's Birthday, declared as the National Health Day.

Contributionin the field of Education
® In 1929, a Sanskrit School was established. There after, a Hindi medium school was established.

® In 1951, 53, 58, 68 and 80, the 'Shastra Charcha Parishads' were established in Patna, Haridwar, Delhi, Ratangarh,
Hrishikesh, Hyderabad and Delhi, respectively.

® In 1954, Bundelkhand Degree College, Swami Sanskrit School, Shri Lakshmi Vyayam Mandir Vidyalaya and D.A.V.
School were established in Jhansi. Financial aid was also given to these institutions.

® Financial aid was granted to Sanskrit schools in Mathura, Pawta (Jaipur), Uttarkashi, Haridwar, Chitrakoot and Datia etc.
® Driving force behind the establishment of Rani Laxmi Bai Public School.

® A charity lodge was constructed in the campus of Jhansi Medical College.
Fifty beds were donated to the Cancer Hospital in Nagpur and a Charity Home was also made.

Since 1955, Shri Lakshmi Vyayam Mandir in Jhansi has been receiving financial aid.
